Milk and Diapers (MaD)
Programme

The Milk and Diapers Programme was initiated by the
SSVP in 2015. Its mission is to help alleviate hardships
faced by low income families with young or “special
needs” children and to ensure that these children do
not go without basic sustenance and nutrition in their
crucial growing up years. But the MaD Programme is
not just about delivering milk and diapers to needy
families. Volunteers are also called to befriend and
journey with them, providing the necessary support
structure to decrease the social isolation experienced
by families with complex needs.

It currently costs $120 to support an infant per month.
We need about $14,400 per month to support 120 babies
and toddlers for a year. With more funds, we will be
able to support more babies. Donors can help provide
financial assistance to defray the cost of milk powder
and diapers.
